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ODISSI DANCE - Prasanti Yerramilli

Using the body as a medium of communication, the expression of dance is perhaps the most
intricate and developed, yet easily understood art form. Dance in India has seeped into several
other realms like poetry, sculpture, architecture, literature, music and theatre. In India each
region occupies a special place in its contribution to the cultural heritage of the country. This
has been especially true for the growth of Indian culture.

The state of Orissa is one of the most picturesque, historically rich and creative regions of India.
QOdissi a classical dance form of Orissa is considered to be one of the oldest surviving dance
forms based on archaeological evidence.The art of dance has occupied a special place in the
evolution of Orissan culture.The tradition of Odissi dance has been well preserved in the
exceptionally rich temple architecture, through ages. Much of the present day Odissi dance form
was revived during the 1940’s after India got her independence.

Prasanti Yerramilli [ Odissi is a soft, lyrical classical dance form which depicts the ambience of Orissa and the
philosophy of its most popular deity, Lord Jagannath. The dance form is curvaceous making it
more sensual. The most beautiful of these postures is the 'Tribhanga' position, with three bends
in the body, that is at the neck, waist and knee. Though essentially a Lasya dance, Odissi
includes elements of Tandava in its technique.
